APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS 
 
Substrate preparation 
# All surfaces must be structurally sound and free of dirt, dust, grease, 

paint, oil, form release, curing agents and other contaminants. 
 
# All protrusions are to be removed and all voids, cracks, joints etc. 

filled prior to membrane application. 
 

# Ensure substrate has adequate falls i.e. 1:100 for balconies 
podiums.
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Application 
1. Installation shall be in accordance with the 

manufacturers recommendations. 
2. Prime all surfaces using Aquaprime Bitumen 

Primer and allow to dry.  Coverage depends on 
substrate porosity. 

3. Install a 50 x 50mm sand/cement coving to all 
internal horizontal corners. 

4. Aquaproof 3 is fully bonded to the substrate with 
100mm side laps and 150mm end laps.  All laps 
are to be sealed using a gas torch. 

5. Please contact Pasco to discuss individual 
specifications for your project/application as 
Aquaproof 3 can be used in various applications. 

 
 
Precautions 
1. Ensure sheet flooring is appropriately fixed as per 

manufacturers� instructions. 
2. In external applications consider a slip sheet 

between membrane and toppings greater than 
50mm and allow adequate expansion joints. 

3. Aquaproof 3 is UV stable but should not be left 
exposed for a prolonged period of time.

# 10m2 not including side and end laps. 

 
Clean Up 
Cured material may be removed by mechanical means 
and the use of Pasco Xylene. 
 
Packaging 
Roll size: 1m x 10m 
 
 
Storage 
Aquaproof 3 should be stored in an upright position.  
Avoid prolonged exposure to UV. 
 
Health and Safety 
Wear suitable protective clothing, gloves and eye/face 
protection. Use only in well ventilated areas.
